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     My brother, Larry, turned 58 in 
March of 2007.  He never married or 
had children, but loved life and 
spending time with his family.  Larry 
was a Christian and, with a smile, a 
character.  He had several life-long 
friends, yet spent a lot of time alone.  
He was an independent soul and was at 
his best while out and about in nature.  
Larry was unique, energetic, free-
spirited and adventurous.  He was a 
building contractor, having designed 
and built his own home in California.  
Larry had several inventions for which 
he had obtained patens: a testament of 
his creativity.  He loved music (and had 
six (6) 15” JBL speakers to prove it...)  
He was a drummer and guitarist.  He 
would regularly be heard whistling 
tunes while wandering through a 
grocery store. 

He had a helicopters pilots license, was 
an avid motorcyclist and skier.  Larry 
was a true patriot and proudly raised 
this country’s flag each and every day 
in front of his home.  (This flag has 
remained as he left it...since April 
2007).

     In April 2007, Larry and a friend set 
off on a gold prospecting trip to 
Arizona.  He was never seen again.  
This friend, Anthony, has told 
detectives from Arizona, California 
and Oregon an elaborate story of how 
my brother had found gold and sold it 
during the trip to Arizona: that with his 
money, he bought Anthony “things” 
and even allowed Anthony to use his 
credit card.  Anthony justified these 
“gifts” as payment for money Larry 
owed him. 

     My brother and Anthony were 
reportedly seen together in Arizona.  A 
few days later, Anthony was at his 
trailer, however, Larry was nowhere to 
be found.  A mutual friend of Larry and 
Anthony had a 5th wheel trailer that 
Anthony wanted to buy.  He offered 
gold mining equipment, which 
included a Shaker table... all belonging 
to Larry... in exchange for the 5th wheel 
trailer.

     Anthony claims to have brought my 
brother back to California, however no 
one has seen Larry since April 2007.

OCTOBER 31, 2003 Victor Bach was brutally bludgeoned to death 
at his place of business in San Francisco, California.
Five years and seven months have passed with no new leads nor an 
active investigation be the San Francisco Police Department, 
Homicide Division.  The DNA from this crime scene has not been 
processed.
There is a $127,500.00 reward for information and the number to 
call is (415) 533-1149, Inspector Antonio Casillas.
Vic was 71 when hi life was taken  This homicide was not a robbery 
nor gang related.  This homicide remains unsolved.
Vic was a father, brother, uncle, cousin and friend.  Each of us who  
were a part of Vic’s life will always miss him.
Vic was a man who was generous to his family and friends, who 
always had an awful “shaggy dog” story, quick with his smile and 
always a warm welcoming hug.  Vic was a modest man, never 
boasting of his many business successes.  Vic was a man who 
believed in his family and friends, loyal, caring and supportive.  
Vic was a man who believed in living life to the fullest, he always 
shared his enthusiasm and his sense of adventure.
Without Vic no family gathering is complete.  We, Vic’s family, 
believe that “Justice Delayed is Justice Denied”.  As Vic’s family 
we share the burden of this terrible tragedy, we walk down this path 
together and we cherish the memory of Vic, tucked tight in the 
warmest corner of our heart.
As a family we have been in contact with the San Francisco Police, 
Homicide Division, since the homicide.  We have created a web-
site, friends of victorbach.com.  we have filed a Wrongful Death 
civil suit and will continue to pursue justice for Vic.  We send a 
newsletter to family and friends with any new updates or 
developments.
This is a very long and hard journey and we thank CAH for all their 
support and kindness.

She was relentless to 
the extent that a 20-year veteran detective knew that you did not mess with Jane and would finally surrender.

All detectives involved in this case believe Larry’s disappearance is suspicious; that he met with foul play...Anthony 
is their number one suspect.  Yet, to date, Anthony has never been questioned in person and there has never been a 
search of his premises for my brother’s belongings.  No warrants have been issued.

     I have been told by law enforcement, that without a body, it is unlikely that an arrest and conviction could ever be 
made.  And in general, there is less interest in a case involving an adult...vs. a child.  Therefore, I believe this is why 
there has not been an appropriate investment of time and manpower to properly investigate this case.

     Larry was 58 years old...and no, he was not a sweet, innocent child whose life was tragically taken by murder.  
But he was a human being with a heart, spirit and soul, whose life was just as valuable as any other human being.  
The person responsible for his death is just as dark, wicked and guilty as the person who would harm a child.  Every 
case deserves equal treatment.

     My brother loved daffodils, Milano Cookies, tuna fish, sugar pine trees, quartz rocks, sunsets, avocados, 
chocolate chip ice cream, granite boulders.......and I love him.

     The Carole Sund/Carrington Foundation has graciously renewed a $5,000.00 reward for the third time, regarding 
my brother’s case.  My hope is that someone may be willing to help us obtain more information and insight into the 
truth of what happened to him.

“NO ROOM FOR DOUBT” 

New book reveals how one Merced mother found her daughter’s killer and why many believed 
the victim’s husban was to blame

While Angels Dove was writing this inspirational story of a grieving mother’s love for her murdered daughter, 
she made a heart breaking discovery; her own father was the prime suspect.
Dove’s newly released book, “No Room for Doubt: A True Story of the Reverberations of Murder,” is a 
riveting account of how a young woman’s murder transformed her grieving mother and doomed her suspect 
husband, the author’s father.  The book, published by the Berkley division of Penguin Putnam, is available
in paperback at local and nationwide bookstores.
The gruesome killing of 32 year old Debi Whitlock occurred 21 years ago in Modesto, Calif.  Whitlock, who 
was also Dove’s stepmother was killed at home while her 3 year old daughter slept undisturbed in a nearby 
bedroom.  Dove was 17 at the time and the last person to see her stepmother alive - besides the killer.  With no 
signs of forced entry, investigators homed in on Whitlock’s husband, Harold Whitlock, Dove’s father.  Other 
factors made him their prime suspect.
“There is a hero and a tragic figure in the book,” Dove said.
The heroine, in this case, is Jacque MacDonald, Debi Whitlock’s mother, who vowed successfully to find her 
daughter’s killer.  MacDonald parlayed her own grief and despair over her daughter’s death into a television 
show, “The Victims’ Voice.” to help other California crime victims’ families cope with the pain she knew all 
too well.  For nearly two decades MacDonald has immersed herself in the overlapping worlds of crime, 
violence, death and grief, determined to do some good in the name of her daughter.  Her efforts won her a 
National Crime Victims Award form the U.S. Department of Justice in 2007 and, in May 2009, the California 
Governor’s Advocacy Award.  Her story was a good one and Dove was honored to write it, at MacDonald’s 
request.”I started out to write a small inspirational narrative about a woman’s undying love for her murdered 
daughter and how she found justice for her in the end,” Dove said.  “That was my only focus when I began.  
Then, that story expanded.”
The more Dove researched the story, the more kaleidoscopic its focus became.  Another picture began to 
emerge, but this one wasn’t pretty.  “I cold-called a defense attorney... to find out criminal court procedures in 
California,” Dove said, “He asked me what case I was looking into.  I told him, and he said, “Oh I remember 
that case” and he started listing off facts.  Then he confided, “The Police always knew it was her husband but it 
took years to arrest him” That piqued my interest because he had so many facts right, how could he be so wrong 
about that?  He has been a fixture in that legal community for years.
“Now that I have done the research... what I have come to realize is that my father’s guilt was so concrete in the 
minds of the community that to this day some people do not realize that someone else was arrested, convicted 
and pled.  And that very much informed the book.  Suddenly it was a drama that wasn’t about our family, but an 
entire community.”
