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Carlos “Los” Angelo Centino

Nine years ago, my heart was ripped out 
when my son was found murdered and left 
in a field.  The lives if his family and friends 
have been changed forever.
Carlos :los: Angelo Centino was born on 
July 31, 1976 in Upland California.  We 
lived in San Dimas, California, until he was 
5 years of age, moved to Rancho 
Cucamonga and then, when he was 7, 
moved to Running Springs.  He enjoyed 
skiing in the winter and excelled in baseball 
and soccer in the summer.  Baseball held a 
special place in his heart.  Although he was 
an average student, he was especially 
known for his exceptional athletic abilities.  
His father instilled his love of sports in his 
son, primarily his love of golf and baseball.  
Carlos especially loved baseball and 
proudly displayed a color tattoo of a 
baseball (which included his last name 
“Centino”), on his left arm.
“Los” had a big, beautiful smile and 
sparkling brown eyes that would always 
catch your attention.  The girls were always 
jealous of his beautiful long lashes, that just 
accentuated his beautiful eyes.  He was 
very easy going and loved life.  “Los” was 
very adventurous and loved to explore the 

world around him.  He especially loved his 
family.  First and foremost, he was a 
wonderful, loving son.  He was a 
wonderful brother to his younger  brother 
and sister, as well as to his older brother.  
He was especially close to his sister, 
Marisa: they were two peas in a pod.  I 
often referred to them as twins and that they 
were tic and tac.”
“Los” was fortunate to find a beautiful and 
loving wife; together they had a beautiful 
son who, to this day, looks just like his 
father.  The birth of his son, Dominic, was 
one of the proudest days of his life.  I can 
see so many great similarities in Dominic, 
just as I saw in my own son.  “Los” loved 
his son more than life itself.  He called him 
his “little me”, because of the striking 
similarities between the two.  Dominic was 
only 1 year old when his father was brutally 
murdered, and now has to face life without 
his daddy.  Carlos’ step-daughter Danielle, 
also held a special place in “los” heart.  She 
has endured hardship as a result of this 
tragedy.
“ L o s ”  w a s  v e r y  p r o u d  o f  h i s  
accomplishments, especially his career as a 
foreman for a commercial plumbing 
company.  Carlos was only 24 and running 
a crew of 6 men.  To his credit, he was 
substantially providing for his family.  He 
had just purchased a 1997 Dodge Ram full 
size pickup, dually, which he was very 
proud of.
On Saturday, December 5, 2000, Carlos 
left his house to do a side job to get a little 
extra Christmas money for his family.  He 
never returned home.  His wife called me 
frantically looking for him and, after 2 days 
of searching for Carlos, I went to the police

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Roy and Angie Woodley Case Update

On July 22, 2005, our lives were suddenly, drastically and without choice . .  changed forever.  Gene’s cousin, Angie and her 
husband, Roy Woodley (both in their 70’s) were discovered by her daughter in their Tarpey Village home in Fresno, Ca.  They 
had been brutally stabbed to death sometime during the previous evening.  Our family was in a state of shock; in complete 
disbelief that someone and something this horrible could take the lives of two beautiful people.  There are no answers; just 
confusion and chaos.  Where does one begin to find answers and direction?  No one is ever prepared to have to deal with a 
loved one’s murder . .  let alone two.
After Angie and Roy were laid to rest, Gene and I made a pact that we would do everything humanly possible to keep this 
tragedy fresh in the eyes of the public.  We were determined to find the person (s) responsible for this horrendous act of 
violence.  The Fresno County Sheriff Department became very familiar with the Cervantes name and soon came to the 
realization; we would never be going away.  Today, we are most grateful to Detectives Leo Lopez and John Ciaccio for their 
patience and understanding.  These two detectives worked tirelessly in getting our double homicide case solved.
In April 2006, while attending one of many victims rights conferences, Gene and I met Jane Alexander and Jan Miller, Co-
Founders of Citizens Against Homicide.  We, as a family, truly believe that certain people come into our lives for a reason.  
From that day on, there was an overwhelming sense of hope.  Suddenly we were no longer alone; we were focused.  Jane and 
Jan provided us the direction we were so desperately needing. 
There was no time to waste . . . Jane and Jan wanted us to prepare Angie and Roy’s Victim Profile (October 2006 CAH Victim 
Profile); Jane would be calling the Fresno County Sheriff Department to get an update on our case and assist them in preparing 
a request to the Governor for a reward.  Great things were beginning to happen.  In October 2006, the first full color 
billboards, featuring Governor Schwarzenegger’s $50,000 Proclamation for Reward, were placed in strategic locations 
throughout the Fresno/Clovis area; twelve of them to be exact!  Less than two months later, two arrests were made; Angie’s 
stepson Phillip Woodley and co-offender Jeff Rancor.  We are convinced these billboards played a vital role in these arrests.  
No one was ever awarded the reward money . . . as the person that came forward was none other than Phillip Woodley himself; 
claiming he had information that would lead authorities to the murderer.
After years of courtroom manipulation, our family finally had our date in court.  The experience was not easy.  All those 
suppressed emotions resurfaced; the witness testimonies and visuals were almost unbearable.  We felt victimized once again.  
However, on May 9, 2010, the jury unanimously found Phillip Woodley guilty of 2 counts First Degree Murder; 2 counts Use 
of a Weapon; 2 counts Robbery and 2 counts Burglary.  On June 14, 2010, Phillip Woodley was sentenced to 2 consecutive 
Life Without Possibility of Parole terms.  Jeff Rancor was sentenced to 18 years.
This nightmare and uncertainty is finally over, but not without the help of those we hold so near and dear; Jane Alexander and 
Jan Miller.  Even though there will never be closure, this tragic chapter in our lives can now be closed.
